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Most kit builders find it helpful to separate the
various parts into convenient categories. Muffin
tins or molded egg cartons make convenient trays
for small parts. Resistors and capacitors may be
placed with their lead ends inserted in the edge of a
piece of corrugated cardboard until they are needed.
Values can be written on the cardboard next to each
component. The illustration shows one method
that may be used.
